	Dennis McKinley, Code Compliance Administrator, stated he is not aware of any new zoning law, however, she could contact the Inspection Division to find out what size her garage could be and the Planning and Zoning Department regarding the zoning issue.

Hearing none, Mr. Hamilton stated this property represents a hazardous condition in the neighborhood and the community as a whole; therefore, the Board will grant the property owner (30) thirty days to bring it into compliance and/or demolish the structure.
