	Jackie Braman asked if the wood had been primed.

	Evelyn Gregory replied “no”.

	A motion was made by Carlyle Sims, supported by Frank Ballard to grant an extension until May 1, 2011.  All yes.  Motion carried.


DANGEROUS BUILDINGS SHOW CAUSE HEARINGS:


22 Roseneath Avenue (House & Attached Garage):  Gwendolyn Boleware, property owner, was not present.  

	Walter Nichols representing the owner and who has Power of Attorney stated they have hired an exterminator to rid the house of the vermin and updated the Board on the items that have been completed. 

	Jackie Braman asked what the owner plans to do with the structure.

	Walter Nichols replied she plans to bring it up to code and rent it.  He stated he spoke to the electrician and he indicated the electrical work should be done soon. 

	Fonda Briskey whose property abuts this property stated she spoke to the contractor working at the house and he indicated that a lot of the wood is dry rotted. 

	Dennis McKinley, Code Compliance Administrator, stated as of today, we do not have an electrical permit on file, therefore, if you have an electrician, you should make sure he pulls the permit. 

	Carlyle Sims recommended the order be affirmed and have the owner continue to work with the Code Compliance Department.   
	
	A motion was made by Carlye Sims, supported by Jim Bauer to affirm the order and have the owner continue to work with the Code Compliance Department.  All yes.  Motion carried.


19 WaWeeNork Drive (House & Garage):  Bryant DeBolt, property owner, was present.  

	Dennis McKinley, Code Compliance Administrator, stated Mr. DeBolt has submitted paperwork to the Assessor’s Office to combine the two parcels.  He stated that Mr. DeBolt plans to live in 17 and use 19 WaWeeNork Drive as storage. 
	
	Carlyle Sims asked if he plans on renting out either structure.

	Bryant DeBolt replied “no”.

	A motion was made by Carlyle Sims, supported by Jim Bauer to affirm the order based on the comments made by the Code Compliance Administrator.  All yes.  Motion carried.    


430 Upton Avenue (House):  Rayenae Ruddock, property owner, was present.

	Rayenae Ruddock requested another extension because her husband had been laid off and she was the only source of income.  However, he has returned to work and is now able to save some money to finish the repairs. 

	Carlyle Sims stated this property has been in the process since November 2009 and a lot of the violations have not been corrected, therefore, he would recommend that the order be affirmed.  

	A motion was made by Carlyle Sims, supported by Jim Bauer to affirm the order based on the lack of progress having been made on correcting the violations.  All yes.  Motion carried.
