As per the City of Battle Creek’s Ordinance 
regarding the Licensing and Regulation of 
Pets, all dogs and cats must be licensed each 
year. Unlicensed pets may be subject to a fine 
of $50.

Pet licensing plays an important role in our 
ability to ensure a safe community for our 
citizens and their pets. A license allows animal 
control to identify your pet, get in touch with 
you, and make decisions that are in the best 
interest of your pet should they become lost 
or injured.

How much does it cost?

All annual licenses are valid for 365 days from date of purchase/renewal. All 3 year licenses are valid for 1095 days from date of 
purchase/renewal.
